Starting from the Carpark (Buckley Avenue opposite Catalina Cafe):
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to the carpark.

Exit left < from the car park, and follow the path straight ahead along Buckley Avenue.
Turn right > into Marine Parade

Turn left < into Marlborough Crescent (married officers housing)

Turn left < into Hudson Bay Road

Turn left < down steps to head for the ferry terminal

Continue along the water’s edge to the right >

Join Boundary Road and continue straight ahead

At the end of Boundary Road, turn right > into Wallace Road

Turn left < into Onekiritea Road

Turn left < at the end, then right > behind the bus shelter, onto track to the children’s playground
Cross Buckley Avenue into the wetlands opposite

Follow the path alongside the wetland area, then continue along gravel track around field to return
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Hobsonville Point

Description: Level sealed paths and bush track.
Suitable for users of average fitness and mobility.
May require boots in wet weather, running shoes
suitable in dry weather. Suggested spring/autumn
walk.

Caution: Muddy and slippery when wet.

To see: Hangars, barracks, officers housing,
boatbuilding school, seaplane slipway, Auckland
harbour views.

Time: approx. 60 minutes. (about 4 kms)
Parking: Opposite Catalina Café off Buckley
Avenue

Buses: to Buckley Avenue, Hobsonville
